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MAF plays pivotal role in Bible translation! 
Dear Family and Friends,  
 
In our last few newsletters we have shared about how MAF is making a difference in Haiti… this 
time we wanted to give you a broader view of how MAF is making a difference in another part of 
the world - Indonesia!  
 
Back in 1963, RBMU missionaries trekked into a remote village called 
Korupun, in Papua, Indonesia.  This area was populated by several tribes 
slowly emerging from their hostile, primitive, cannibalistic life-style, as 
they heard and embraced the Gospel.  The missionaries desired to see 
“every tribe and language and people and nation” come to know the One 
who died for their redemption.  An airstrip was built, and MAF began sup-
plying basic transportation and communication links to the outside world. 
Most tribal people were oral learners, lacking formal education at any level. 
Besides learning the language, the missionaries set up simple classes to 
teach basic reading and writing; those with aptitude moved into higher edu-
cation and eventually into Bible School. 

Until March 16, 2010, when the New Testament and Psalms were 
dedicated in the Kimyal language, Korupun pastors were depend-
ent on translations from other tribes and even the Indonesian text. 
Now, holding their NT in their hands was overwhelming to them. 
They had waited close to 47 years! The Kimyal have been forever 
changed as they continue to forsake their spirit worship and cling 
to the benevolent love of a gracious God. Please pray for God’s 
Word to continue to grow in this valley, and for Kimyal believers 
to continue to reach out to their own people.
