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Amidst the smoke, the Spirit moved 
On December 8, 2010, the streets of Port-au-Prince came to a standstill. Controversy over presidential election re-

sults had caused widespread civil unrest, and protesters burned tires in the streets, blocking major roads. People 

flooded into the car-less streets, and tension filled the air. 

 

On this day, MAF pilot Mark Williams and his son walked to 

a main road to assess the situation.  Despite smoldering 

barricades about every block, they determined it was 

peaceful enough to continue. Mark asked an older man on 

the side of the road for his opinion of the political contro-

versy. As they talked, a small crowd of Haitians formed 

around them, listening to their conversation.  

 

Mark asked the man why people were so upset that a cer-

tain candidate - Michel Martelly - was to be ejected from 

the running for president. Touchingly, the man shared, 

“Martelly will listen to us. We need someone who can  re-

late to the people, to have compassion.”  

 

Mark was able to share with the man - and the crowd - that 

“Jesus Christ, in compassion, came down to earth, relating to us even though He was equal to God.” Mark elaborat-

ed, saying that the only way Haiti would be able to change would be through fervent prayers inviting Christ to rule 

over the nation. He invited the group to pray right then and there, and in the midst of the smoke of the burning bar-

ricades, the men prayed to God Almighty on behalf of Haiti. 

 

Right after they were done praying, a news crew showed up and 

wanted to interview Mark! When the reporter asked Mark,  what 

will change Haiti, Mark was able to testify, on camera, to the 

power of the Holy Spirit to change this country. Praise the Lord, 

Mark’s testimony aired on Haitian television!  

 

Someone who saw the televised interview told Mark that after 

Mark and his son had walked away, the reporter asked a Haitian 

who had been in the prayer circle what he thought of the foreign-

er’s prayer. The Haitian thought it was good, and shared that be-

fore the prayer he had a “spirit of violence” in him and after the 

prayer he had a “spirit of peace.” The reporter asked the man if 

he was a Christian. The man replied positively, but said he had 

drifted from the Lord, so the reporter asked the man if he needed 

to ask Jesus into his heart. The man’s answer? “Yes!”
